Booker T. Washington founded the Tuskegee Institute in 1881, and in order to raise monies for his institute, he began traveling and giving speeches. Washington’s first visit to the Inland Empire was in 1903. He developed a strong friendship with then keeper of the “Glenwood Mission Inn,” Frank Miller. Over the years, Washington returned the Inland Empire to speak with supporters about the importance of attaining property and working hard. When he passed away, residents from all around the Inland Empire held memorial services that were well attended.
Guidelines
· Each entrant must submit only one essay that specifically addresses the topic.
· The essay must be no more than 1000-1250 words in length.

· The contest in open to undergraduate college students and high school students only.

· The essay must be submitted with a submission form, that can be downloaded from the website via fax, no later than Friday, April 10th , 2009 at 5pm.

The essay topic is: “From Booker to Barack: The Importance of Education in African-American Achievement.”

Judges will be professors from local colleges who will be looking for responses that are groundbreaking and outside of custom responses to such topical questions.
